God has continued to bless this ministry with a growing volunteer base and
loyal financial supporters.  For several years, our Long Range Planning
Committee (made up of volunteers, board members, and staff) has been pray-
ing for God’s continued direction of growth for this ministry.  Upon the recom-
mendation of this committee, the Board of Directors met in September to
update our Mission Statement and Bylaws so that we can expand the borders of
our ministry to include services to women who are residents of treatment facil-
ities and incarcerated women outside of the State of Texas.  For years, our min-
istry has been turning away requests from these women for the Life Recovery
Bible.  Many times, volunteers have personally purchased a Bible for a woman
who has made a desperate plea.  Due to the blessings that God has provided,
we will now be able to reach more women with God’s love and hope.  We ask
for continued prayer as we begin our growth to the national level.

Sharing Hope Ministry Mission Statement 
The mission of Sharing Hope Ministry is to assist incarcerated women and
women in recovery in overcoming destructive behavior by sharing God’s love and
hope through the teaching of His Word and by equipping them with life skills.
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Each time you do a search on your computer you can
earn money for Sharing Hope Ministry as simply as
using the search engine GoodSearch, instead of
Google or MSN.  Good Search is powered by YaHoo!,
which donates half of the advertising revenue it earns
to charity.

$0.01 for our ministry. 100 supporters searching twice
a day could generate $730 a year, or 1000 supporters
could raise $7,300!

Patsy Britting was one of the
driving forces behind the

Sharing Hope Ministry.  Pasty
was passionate about wit-
nessing to our area incar-
cerated women and reflect-
ed God’s love through her
actions.  In honor of her
work, the Patsy Britting
Benevolence Fund has
recently been established to

provide emergency financial
assistance to qualifying local

ex-offenders as they work
towards a new life with Christ.  The

goal of this fund is to assist our local
women who endure extenuating circumstances on their way
to establishing a new life style, free of the negative influences
of previous social structures.

Research on a national level has shown that 48% of released
female offenders are re-incarcerated within three years.
Recently released women are overwhelmed with the basic;
finding adequate housing, a job, regaining custody of their
children and accessing required treatment groups.  Due to
lack of resources, many women feel they have no choice but
to return to the same trouble neighborhoods and habits that
originally led them to jail. The Patsy Britting Benevolence
Fund will provide limited support to women who are actively
pursuing a changed lifestyle.
