Currently, there are several wonderful shelters in Amarillo estab-
lished to provide assistance to women. These women range from
being battered, single with children, in recovery, homeless, or are
pursuing an education. Because these shelters are designed to
meet the needs of so many women caught in the tragedy of
homelessness, oftentimes the shelters are filled to capacity and do
not have room to accept women upon their release from prison.
Moreover, many of these shelters are unable to hold spaces for
these women as they travel from their facilities because of the
need of the space they have for other desperate women who need
emergency shelter.

Patsy’s Place would be the first and only shelter in the Panhandle
of Texas to provide transitional housing to women who are
released from prison. Not only would Patsy’s Place be providing
much-needed shelter and services to formerly-incarcerated
women, but Patsy’s Place would also be alleviating some of the
burden from the existing shelters in Amarillo.

In addition to providing the women with a firm spiritual founda-
tion, Patsy’s Place will also provide classes in job training, inter-
viewing, financial planning, budgeting, parenting, health and
nutrition, life skills, and cognitive thinking.

Patsy’s Place would be an integral part of the growth of the com-
munity because it provides women with an opportunity for per-
sonal and professional growth and advancement, allowing them
