Sharing Hope Ministry partners with Child Evangelism Fellowship to
provide Bible study enrollment forms for the Mailbox Ministry Club.
This program mails age appropriate Bible studies to children who
have a parent in a correctional facility. This year, over 5,000 children
were enrolled in a study by incarcerated mothers who received a Life
Recovery Bible from our ministry. Child Evangelism Fellowship re-
ported that 220 children completed their Bible study series. Of these
children who responded, seventeen made a profession of faith!
