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We are entering into our fifth month at Patsy’s Place and what an exhilarat-
ing adventure it has been!

However, it is not all fun and games around here, each participant is re-
quired to attend cognitive, financial, managing moods, relapse prevention 
and recovery classes daily.  We have developed a good routine and flow 
for our program.
