I. Pray and ask God to reveal truth to you through His Word by His Holy Spirit.

II. Read Ephesians 2:20-22.  

III. Now go back and read the last sentence of 2:19:   “You are members of God’s family.”  Personalize that:  “I am a member of God’s family.”  Now praise God for the fact that you are a member of His family.  Just sit quietly and allow your Father to hold you a minute and relish His touch.  Sometimes our earthly family lets us down.  God is ALWAYS faithful!  He will never let you down.

IV. Now let’s re-read verses 20-22 and complete the following blanks.

2:20
We are his ______________, built on the _______________________ of the apostles and the prophets.  And the ___________________________  is Jesus Christ himself.

Have you ever thought about being a “house” for God?  Think about yourself—do

you need any home improvements?  Is your heart clean before God?  Do you 

need to confess any known sin?  Are you doing or thinking anything that you 

know is not pleasing to God?  Allow God to search your heart and reveal 

anything He wants changed in you.  You might do that by praying Psalm 139:23-

24 (page 749).

1 John 1:9 tells us “But if we confess our sins to him, he is faithful and just to 

forgive us and to cleanse us from every wrong.”  So, as He reveals anything to

you about yourself, don’t be afraid to agree with Him and turn from it and allow

Him to empower you by His Spirit to change that part of your life.  If you give it to

Him, He will make it right.

Now back to your “house.”  If we are built on the foundation of the apostles and

prophets, then doesn’t that make you want to learn more about them

from the Word?  Even more so, doesn’t knowing that Jesus is the cornerstone

make you want to search the Scriptures to learn all you can about Him as well?

You might want to keep a list of all you learn about Jesus and the apostles and 

the prophets as you read Scripture or do any Bible study.
