Here are the parts of God’s armor. Once again we see that it’s HIS armor. How precious of Him to provide it for us to wear!

· Belt of Truth – God’s Word

· Body Armor – God’s Righteousness 

· Shoes of Peace – Be at peace with God and with others and ready to serve Him.

· Shield of Faith – Faith comes by hearing the Word of God  (Romans 10:17, p.1446) 

· Helmet of Salvation – Assurance that you are God’s child

· Sword of the Spirit – the Word of God

· Prayer – Communicating with our commander, God 

You might even pray through this passage and envision Jesus putting the armor on you each morning, preparing you for your day. Ask Him to clothe you with truth, righteousness, peace, faith, salvation, His Word and prayer.  Be preoccupied with Jesus and His word and prayer – and not with the devil. Keep your eyes fixed on Jesus, on whom our faith depends from start to finish! (Hebrews 12:2, p.1592)
