The Secret to Victorious Living: Learn from Jesus

Turn to page 1434 in your Life Recovery Bible and find Philippians, chapter 2.

The second chapter of Philippians has some of the most beautiful words ever written about Jesus.

When the Apostle Paul wrote these words, he meant for the reader to put them into practice. The

whole idea of this chapter is to tell us how to live the way Jesus did. Begin your study by asking

God to show you more clearly who Jesus is and how you can become more like Him.
